	The revenue shortfall has resulted in the loss of four full time positions in the Michigan PSC Motor Carrier Division, and has contributed to the decision by the Michigan State Police (motor carrier inspection, investigations and highway enforcement) to cancel plans to hold a motor carrier recruit school in 2009.  Ultimately, this resulted in the inability to fill 34 motor carrier officer vacancies, which is a 22 percent reduction in staff dedicated to commercial vehicle enforcement.
  
	
	Michigan has established a vigorous UCR renewal program that involves mailing of renewal forms to carriers in Michigan and Ontario, internet address searches for returned mail, e-mail notification where possible and announcement of UCR renewal requirements in state motor carrier publications.  Active roadside enforcement will be facilitated with the enactment of SB 1451 expected early in 2009.

Even though the funding in 2008 was not as much as previously received in pre-UCR years, because we had already cut back in new hires, postponed raises and delayed projects, we were able to prevent any further reductions in staff/budget.

	There have been some fee and fine modifications over the last 3 years.
	The OCC enforcement efforts have not changed overall, although obviously there is less enforcement revenue generated as the enforcement periods have been shorter (if at all) and no credential is required.
OCC sends out 2nd notices to carriers not complying with the first notice.
