 2007 SUMMARY

Board Decision: The UCR Board instructed the Revenue and Fees Subcommittee to use six fee brackets with the first bracket for “Power Units” set at one and the first bracket for “Power Units + Trailers” set at two.

· Carrier Population
Board Decision: Starting with the MCMIS database, we agreed to focus on interstate carriers that have had some roadside or audit activity: roadside inspections, reportable crashes, or a safety review. To that subset, we added active brokers and freight forwarders from the L & I System.

· Carrier Distribution
Adding “Towed” units significantly changed the company distribution at the low end, but not in regards to the general characteristics. As expected, adding “Towed” vehicles to “PowerUnits” moved some companies to higher fee brackets. The effect is to “flatten” the distribution at the low end as companies shift right to higher fee brackets. You also see the mode shifts from one unit (Power) to two units (Power & Towed).

Figure 4 – 2007 Carrier Distribution
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Today, the situation is the exact opposite. The 2009 fees are set using “Power & Towed” (red in the graph) vehicles and the 2010 fees will use “Power” only (blue in the graph). Carriers will shift to the left.

· Fee Relationship Between Brackets: The subcommittee also agreed that the maximum dollar amount paid per vehicle within a subsequent bracket would be no more per vehicle than the maximum paid per vehicle in the previous bracket. Simply stated, if the maximum paid per vehicle in the one vehicle bracket was one dollar the maximum amount per vehicle in the 2 to 5 bracket should be no more than one dollar per vehicle.
Board Decision: The UCR Board unanimously adopted the subcommittee’s recommendation that the maximum dollar amount paid per vehicle within a subsequent bracket would be no more per vehicle than the maximum paid per vehicle in the previous bracket.

2008 SUMMARY: The UCR Board agreed to leave the 2007 fees in effect because of the short time that the program had been operating and because they did not feel that the program had sufficient experience to develop alternate fee structures.

2009 SUMMARY: The UCR Board agreed to leave the 2007 fees in effect because the White House declared that no agency would consider new rulemakings.

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2010 OPTIONS
To calculate 2010 fees, we need three elements: the target revenue, the carrier population (both number and distribution), and the methodology used to calculate the fees.
· Target Revenue: We have agreement on the target revenue.

· Carrier Population: The most difficult variable to estimate, notwithstanding the current economic environment, is the carrier population. The committee considered the following:
· “Full Universe” option is the same method the UCR Board used in making setting its 2007 fees – the MCMIS data base after applying filters designed to ensure carriers have recent activity.

· “Registered – MCMIS” option addresses the experience that not all carriers in the MCMIS database registered. This option adjusts the “Full Universe” to reflect the percentage of carriers in each bracket that registered in 2008, regardless of which bracket the carrier registered in.

· “Registered – Actual” option addresses the experience that not all carriers registered in the bracket that the MCMIS database would indicate. For example, a carrier’s MCMIS data may show that the carrier operated the number of vehicles (Power Units + Trailers) applicable to Block 6, but that the carrier actually registered in a lower block.
· Fee Calculation Method: We submit two different methodologies: 

· “Bracket Revenue” method calculates the registration fee by assigning a target revenue to each bracket and dividing by the number of carriers. 

· “Bracket Equilibrium” method calculates the registration fee to make the maximum cost per vehicle equal for each bracket.

These variables result in six options for the UCR Board’s to consider.

 CARRIER POPULATION: FULL UNIVERSE
The Full Universe method starts with the MCMIS database for February 4, 2009, to which we applied the following filters: Active Carrier or Broker, Interstate, and, within the last 15 months, an Inspection, Reportable Crash, MCS 150 Update, or UCR Registration to ensure the carriers had some recent activity.
FMCSA provided data on all active interstate brokers and freight forwarders that were unique to the Licensing & Insurance database as of September 10, 2008. Those brokers and freight forwarders that also reside in the MCMIS database were filtered out.

METHODOLOGY – BRACKET REVENUE
The Bracket Revenue methodology assigns a target revenue to each bracket. The carriers in each bracket “own” the revenue requirement for their bracket. As the number of carriers change, the fee paid by each carrier in that bracket will change.

Step 1. Using the UCR Board’s initial recommended 2007 fee structure for power units only, calculate the percentage of total revenue generated by each bracket.

METHODOLOGY - BRACKET EQUILIBRIUM
The Bracket Equilibrium method calculates the fees for each bracket so the maximum cost per vehicle in each bracket will be equal, previously discussed by some as an “equilibrium” model.
