UCR Procedures Committee Report

An issue for the board to agree upon for the UCR implementation is finalization of the UCR Instruction Sheet to accompany the UCR Form.  The remaining concern for this form is the issue of the definition change for the interstate operating authority in Section 4142 of SAFETEA-LU that changed the definition of motor carrier to commercial motor vehicle as set out in 49 USC 31132, and in 49 CFR 390.5.  This change became effective August 10. 2005. Prior to SAFETEA-LU any for-hire company that operated a motor vehicle (regardless of size) in interstate commerce needed operating authority. See Attachments 1 and 2 attached.

The problem comes in with the need to file a UCR application dependent upon this definition, which is different from the definition of 49 UCR 31101 on which fees are based in the threshold of passenger capacity.  Therefore, we might have some passenger carriers who have vehicles designed for more than 8 who will file the application but their vehicle count for fee will be 0.  These carriers will then add any intrastate vehicles if they want the option to include those vehicles and that will be the fees to be paid.  If no intrastate vehicles are added, the vehicle count will be zero and the fee to be paid will be $39.00.     

This committee is proposing that the amended instruction form attached to this report be approved.
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§ 31132. Definitions

In this subchapter— 

(1) “commercial motor vehicle” means a self-propelled or towed vehicle used on the highways in interstate commerce to transport passengers or property, if the vehicle— 
(A) has a gross vehicle weight rating or gross vehicle weight of at least 10,001 pounds, whichever is greater; 
(B) is designed or used to transport more than 8 passengers (including the driver) for compensation; 
(C) is designed or used to transport more than 15 passengers, including the driver, and is not used to transport passengers for compensation; or 
(D) is used in transporting material found by the Secretary of Transportation to be hazardous under section 5103 of this title and transported in a quantity requiring placarding under regulations prescribed by the Secretary under section 5103. 
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SEC. 4142. REGISTRATION OF MOTOR CARRIERS AND FREIGHT FORWARDERS.

(a) Definitions Relating to Motor Carriers- Paragraphs (6), (7), (12), and (13) of section 13102 of title 49, United States Code, are each amended by striking `motor vehicle' and inserting `commercial motor vehicle (as defined in section 31132)'.
