The eighteenth United Carrier Registration Plan Board of Directors (Board) meeting was called to order by Avelino Gutierrez, Chair, at: 11:05 a.m., EDT.
The minutes of this meeting were recorded by Becky Reid with the Kansas Corporation Commission.

Introductions were made by all others present.

The agenda was reviewed and approved.
The minutes of the sixteenth (August 9, 2007) Board meeting were approved.
Jim Davis with the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) provided an update on the FMCSA database interface with the Indiana Department of Revenue (INDOR) online registration system. 

Terry Willert provided an update on the UCR Agreement Question & Answer document.  There are several questions and answers that are no longer accurate. The Procedures Subcommittee will update the Q&A document as soon as possible and bring it to the Board for approval. Also, the committee will create a simpler version of the Q&A for the public and novice users. 
Terry Willert advised that the NCSTS will survey the states to determine what each state’s insurance requirements are with the implementation of the UCR Agreement. 

Dave Lazarides provided the report of the UCR System Subcommittee. Guidelines may be needed with regard to how State’s with their own online registration systems need to communicate and work with INDOR.  He clarified that although the INDOR online registration system has the ability to provide the registrant with a proof of payment document, there is still no control of when the flags are set in the federal database. 

Sandy Bowling provided a report on the INDOR online registration system.  The industry side of the system is up and running.  Accounts will be created for permitting services so they only have to enter their information once a day. INDOR is working on the issue of Canadian carriers not being able to use credit cards issued by Canadian companies. Password and login ID information is being sent to the States so they can begin testing and training. Access to the INDOR system must go through Internet Explorer. Each employee will be able to then create their own password. INDOR will be creating a website for States to use that is separate from the public website. The credit card transaction fee is $3.00 plus 2.5% of the fee amount. INDOR is directing participating states carriers to contact their own state if they are having problems. 
Barbara Hague, Chair, provided the report of the Procedures Subcommittee. 

Bob Pitcher, Chair, provided the report of Industry Advisory Subcommittee. He discussed a simple instruction sheet he sent to committee members, industry associations, etc.
Frank LaQua provided the report of Depository Subcommittee. Both a checking and a savings account have been set up with the Bank of North Dakota for the UCR depository. He asked that all states get their electronic funds transfer info back to him as soon as possible. By consensus, the Board authorized Frank to fill out the requested information from states, such as W-9 forms.
Bill Leonard provided the report of Revenue and Fees Subcommittee. The subcommittee anticipates the Board recommendation for 2008 fees will ready to go to the FMCSA within the next few weeks.

Five non-participating states are doing their own mailings. Bill anticipates that by the end of this week participating states will have the list of carriers in non-participating states that they will be responsible for mailing the UCR notices.
Future Board meetings are scheduled for September 20, 2007; October 4, 2007; and November 1, 2007, all at 11:00 a.m. EDT; and January 14, 1 to 5 p.m., and January 15, 2008, 8 a.m. to noon, in Clearwater, Florida, in conjunction with the NCSTS Winter meeting.

The State of North Carolina clarified that under the state plan it filed, North Carolina will participate in the UCR agreement 2008, not 2007. See Exhibit A.
Meeting was adjourned at 1:04 p.m. EDT.
