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CURRENT UCR DEPOSITORY PRACTICES

1. Collect monthly registration totals from Indiana’s system once collection data has been analyzed for accuracy.
2. Request and collects monthly registration data from states that operate independent UCR Systems.

3. Calculate total UCR collections with depository payments received by recipient states.
4. Recommend to the board a time period that will be covered for next depository disbursement.

5. Send depository bills to donor states after entitlement and previous depository payments have been subtracted.

6. Collect funds from donor states via ACH or checks to the depository account.  Note:  A number of states cannot make payments to the depository until receipts received from the Indiana system have been cleared and reconciled through their state accounting systems.

7. Once all donor states billed have made payment to the depository a distribution report is prepared.  The Chairmen of the Depository Sub-Committee transfers the appropriate amount of funds from the UCR savings account to the UCR checking account.  The Bank of North Dakota prepares a document outlining distribution amounts to each recipient jurisdiction.  Chairs of the Depository and Revenue and Fees Sub-Committees review the payment amounts and receive final concurrence from the Secretary of the UCR Board of Directors.  The Bank of North Dakota is then authorized by the Chairman of the Depository Sub-Committee to transfer funds electronically to the recipient states.

8. A depository remittance report is then sent to recipient states indicating the date and amount to be transferred to their accounts.

9. The Chairman of the UCR Board of Directors receives the monthly bank statements from the Bank of North Dakota.  The Chairman, Vice-Chair and Secretary of the UCR Board of Directors as well as the Chairs of the Depository and Revenue and Fees Sub-Committees may access bank information electronically.  Transfers of funds may only be authorized by the Chairs of the Depository and Revenue and Fees Sub-Committees and only to  the state accounts within the UCR participating member jurisdictions.
