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COMMITTEE DISCUSSION ON QUESTION 3, 9 AND 11 POSED BY 

THE PUBLIC UTILITIES COMMISSION OF OHIO

October 8, 2008

Those in attendance:  Avelino Gutierrez, Terry Willert, Rick Wood, Barbara Hague, Scott Morris and 

Lynne Jones.

The committee’s task was to review Questions 3, 9 & 11 of the letter by The Public Utilities Commission of Ohio and prepare a response.  The review and discussion produced the following comments.

Question 3.  A carrier has a USDOT number (interstate) and is transporting trash across state lines. The carrier is not registered under UCR. Should a violation be listed on the inspection report for no UCR registration?

The committee felt that a trash hauler was a motor private carrier but the committee could not come to an agreement as to whether the transportation of “trash” constituted “property”.

Question 9. A carrier is moving an empty intermodal container between two points in the same state to a train or ship yard to be sent internationally. The carrier is registered as an intrastate only carrier. The carrier is not registered under UCR. Should a violation be listed on this inspection report for no UCR registration? 

The committee agreed that if the movement was interstate or international commerce, the carrier would be in violation of no UCR.

Question 11.  The definition of a motor carrier includes, vehicles designed or used to transport more than 15 passengers, including the driver, and not used to transport passengers for compensation. Does this make a motor private carrier of passengers essentially a for-hire carrier according to the definition and then subject to UCR? 


The committee agreed that with the change in the definition of motor carrier by the technical corrections bill to SAFETEA-LU in June 2008, the question no longer applies.  In Section N. General Questions, Item 23, motor private carriers transporting passengers are not subject to UCR.

An outcome of the discussion by the committee brought to light that the change of the definition of motor carrier and motor private carrier by the technical corrections bill to SAFETEA-LU in June 2008 requires changes to the following:

· UCR Agreement

· UCR Training Guide

· UCR Instruction Sheet

· Question and Answer Document

An additional outcome of the discussion questioned the need to review the renewal mailing listings to determine if the smaller motor carriers holding interstate authority who are not required to have a USDOT have been included in the mailings for registration for 2009.
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
