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The forty-fourth Unified Carrier Registration (UCR) Plan Board of Directors (Board) meeting was called to order by Avelino Gutierrez, Chairman at 12:03 p.m. EST.

Self-introductions were made by those in attendance who also advised of any updates to their state’s UCR enforcement and whether they will be attending the January UCR Board/NCSTS meeting in San Diego.
Avelino Gutierrez established the teleconference ground rules. 
The agenda was approved.

The minutes of the October 15, 2009, Board meeting were approved.
Dick Henderson provided an update of possible future federal legislation. 
Bill Quade provided the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) update.  The 2010 UCR rules will be sent to the USDOT Secretary’s office today or early next week for final approval.
The Board decided to conduct its January meeting on a single day, Tuesday, January 12, 2009, beginning at 11:00 a.m. PST.

Frank LaQua provided the report of the Depository Subcommittee.  He reviewed the disbursements for 2007, 2008 and 2009.   See Exhibits A, B, C, D, and E. The next disbursements will be for the time period of May 2009 thru October 2009.
Sandy Bowling provided the report of the Indiana Department of Revenue’s (INDOR) online UCR registration system.  Testing continues of the depository function of the INDOR system.  She advised that she will be sending bills to those states whose carriers made bad credit card payments to INDOR, but INDOR had already sent payments to the states. The affected states will then have to collect from the carriers.
Barb Hague provided the report of the Procedures Subcommittee.  
Barb Hague made a motion to approve the 2010 UCR Form and Instruction Sheet as presented to the Board.  Avelino Gutierrez made a friendly amendment to include in the 2010 UCR Form the 2010 fees once they are approved by USDOT. Corrections were made in Section 4 and Section 6 of the 2010 UCR Form.  The motion was approved unanimously to approve the 2010 UCR Form and Instruction Sheet with the corrections and inclusion of the 2010 fees. See Exhibits F and G.
Sandy Bowling advised that the INDOR online system’s audit report function, that provides notification when a carrier drops down in category, will be operational this year.

Frank LaQua will talk with Jeanette Risper regarding Georgia’s UCR system and providing notification of payments to the UCR Depository.
Bill Leonard advised that a revised agenda for the January Board and NCSTS meetings will be sent out to include the new Board meeting date. Terry Willert will send out the revised agenda as soon as received from Bill Leonard.
Avelino Gutierrez stated there is high likelihood of 2010 fees being out before the next meeting.  Bill Leonard advised he would have a UCR mailing list ready for the states within a few days of the rule becoming effective.  Sandy Bowling advised that the 2007 UCR registration and payment function will automatically be removed from INDOR once the 2010 fee goes online. The data will continue to be available for audit purposes.  Mailings to carriers in non-participating states will be covered as before by the participating states. 

Avelino Gutierrez made a motion urging the National Conference of State Transportation Specialists to encourage the States to mail out 2010 registration year information to motor carriers, motor private carriers, brokers, freight forwarders, and leasing companies within 30 days from the date the 2010 fee bracket structure rule is published in the Federal Register and also urges the States to process all completed and returned UCR applications within 75 days from the publication date.  The motion passed unanimously.
