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The forty-seventh Unified Carrier Registration (UCR) Plan Board of Directors (Board) meeting was called to order by Avelino Gutierrez, Chairman at 10:04 a.m. EST.

Self-introductions were made by those in attendance.
Avelino Gutierrez established the teleconference ground rules. 
The agenda was approved.

The minutes of the January 12, 2010, Board meeting were approved.
Dick Henderson provided an update of the transportation reauthorization bill.  There will probably be no action on reauthorization until 2011. In the interim, the House has passed an extension to September 30, 2010, and the Senate is working on a bill to extend it to the end of the year. 
Bill Quade provided the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) update.  The UCR rules are in the USDOT Secretary’s office and an advance copy was sent to the Office of Management and Budget (OMB). The Secretary’s office has concerns regarding the UCR fees and additional information has been prepared for the Secretary with regard to impact on states and industry. 
Mr. Quade advised that including the 2007 UCR payment information on SAFER is very difficult for FMCSA to accomplish at this time.

Mr. Quade suggested that the Board may want to consider a two-tier approach to 2010 UCR billing by billing at the 2009 level.
Bill Leonard provided the report of the Revenue and Fees Subcommittee.  A survey of National Conference of State Transportation Specialists (NCSTS) Executive Committee indicated that, regarding a two-tier approach to 2010 UCR billing, 10 states were not in favor and 2 were in favor of such a billing.
Frank LaQua provided the report of the Depository Subcommittee.  About $3 million in collections from donor states will be made soon for 2007, 2008, and 2009.
Dave Lazarides provided the report of the UCR System Subcommittee and the UCR Best Practices Subcommittee.
Sandy Bowling provided the report of the UCR on-line system of the State of Indiana’s Department of Revenue (INDOR).  She advised that reprogramming INDOR’s UCR on-line system to accommodate a two-tier billing for 2010 will take 530 hours and at a cost of $50,000. 

INDOR staff accidentally rolled out the 2010 UCR on-line system and 26 carriers immediately registered. INDOR is refunding their payments and advising the carriers of the error.
Barb Hague provided the report of the Procedures Subcommittee.  She made a motion to amend items C1, C2, C3, D2, L3, and L4 in the Question and Answer document.  The motion was amended and passed unanimously.  See Exhibit A.
Bob Pitcher provided the report of the Industry Advisory Subcommittee (IAS).  The IAS will meet next in conjunction with the June 2010 Board meeting in Park City, Utah.  The IAS welcomes the Owner-Operator Independent Drivers Association’s (OOIDA) continued interest in the Board in the person of Woody Chambers.
