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The forty-first Unified Carrier Registration (UCR) Plan Board of Directors (Board) meeting was called to order by Bob Pitcher, Vice-Chairman at 12:05 p.m. EDT.

Present - Sandy Bowling, Buddy Covert, Rick Craig, Avelino Gutierrez, Frank LaQua, Dave Lazarides, Bill Leonard, Angel Oliver, Bob Pitcher, Bill Quade, and Terry Willert
Absent - Barbara Hague, Rich Schweitzer, Craig Sharkey, and Robert Voltmann,
Self-introductions were made by those in attendance and the State representatives advised on their enforcement activities.
Avelino Gutierrez established the teleconference ground rules.

The agenda was approved.

Frank LaQua made a motion to accept the minutes of the July 9, 2009, Board meeting. The minutes were accepted.
Dick Henderson provided an update concerning UCR legislation.

Bill Quade provided the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) update.  A Notice of Proposed Rule Making (NPRM) has been drafted that will likely be issued within next 2 weeks.  He requested that all involved submit comments on the NPRM with facts and data in support of their position. He stressed the importance that any info from Board meetings be submitted because that info may not be included in the NPRM.  This will be an expedited rulemaking with a 15 day comment period once the NPRM is issued.  
Frank LaQua provided the report of the Depository Subcommittee.  Billings sent out on July 23 for September 1, 2008, through April 30, 2009, in the approximate amounts of $587,000 for 2007; $2,000,000 for 2008; and $10,500,000 for 2009.
The Depository Subcommittee is working with the Indiana Department of Revenue (INDOR) to develop an online depository payment system.  Dave Lazarides, Bill Leonard, Frank LaQua and Sandy Bowling will be testing the INDOR online payment system. 
Dave Lazarides provided the report of the UCR Systems Subcommittee and of the Best Practices Subcommittee.  The UCR 5000 Project website is at ucr5000.blogspot.com.
Sandy Bowling provided the report of INDOR’s online UCR registration system.  New on the reports will be a returned e-check list.  Next week she will train state personnel on how to handle their bad checks.  Most carriers that submitted bad checks will not be allowed to submit another e-check online, but may be allowed to pay by credit card.  

The 3rd party that takes credit cards and e-checks for INDOR submitted refunds on disputed charges but did not advise INDOR.  The 3rd party has advised Sandy of all such transactions in a total of $21,000.00 (about 75 carriers).  States will have to advise any carriers that received such a refund to correct errors. Carriers will have to reregister.
INDOR is testing FMCSA’s new schema file that should provide better updates for the system.

Terry Willert provided the report of the Procedures Subcommittee.  Terry Willert made a motion to amend the definition of “principal place of business” to be consistent with the FMCSA regulatory guidance to became effective on August 12, 2009. See Exhibit A. Motion passed unanimously.
Old/New Business

Scott Morris, Alabama Public Utilities Commission, advised that new tools are in place (email for example) to contact non-participating motor carriers. Alabama has a procedure established so that carriers with email addresses are first contacted, and then those carriers that did not respond and all others are contacted by mail. 

Tom Klingman asked for further action by the Board in addressing enforcement. 
Cathy Beedle, Nebraska Department of Motor Vehicles, asked that the States advise motor carriers with regard to 2010 fees, which may not be in place within next 6 months.
